When she was only two or three years old, she was
found digging in a pile of trash on a street in Seoul,
Korea. This tiny, ragged, hungry creature was
taken to a World Vision home for orphans in

that city. The strange surroundings frightened her
at first, but she was very glad to have food, a bath,

sleep. No one could find out where she came from;

no one ever came Iooklng
if she had any parents, siblings, or grandparents
who | oved her. She did

The missionaries gave her the name Kim Kyung
Won. The other orphans became friends and the
orphanage became the only home she could re-
member. As she grew, she learned to help with the
work and to read and write Korean.

When Kim Kyung Won was about eight years old,
she and several other orphans were adopted. A
preacher and his wife from lowa chose to adopt her.
She was very excited but also very frightened to be
leaving her orphanage home and going half way
around the world. Would her new family speak Ko-
rean? Would she like them? Would they love her?
The plane ride made her feel sick. She fell out of
bed and hurt herself the first night in a hotel in
Connecticut and coul dnot
The next day the orphans met their new parents.
She loved her new mommy and daddy right away.
They were so kind! They had such a nice home and
she had new sisters and a brother to play with.
They were glad to have her in their family.

They gave her a new name, too. She was no longer
called Kim Kyung Won but Sara Joy Hackmann.

Sara Joy quickly adapted to her new family. She
went to school and began to speak English. She
learned to play the violin. She became a citizen of
the United States. She gave her heart to Jesus and
became a member of Godds

After high school, Sara attended a Bible college
where she met a young man who was studying to
be a pastor. When they later married, she had to
change her name again! Now she is called Sara
Arnold and she is the lovely wife of our pastor, Dar-
rell Arnold.
